Dramatic and declaratory, THE TRUMPETS AT JERICHO is a 5½-minute fantasy inspired by 
the famous biblical story, including captions in the music as the drama unfolds. The Israelites cross 
the Jordan River in pursuit of the conquest of Canaan, with Jericho as the first city in their path. 
They circled the city’s walls once a day for six days, led by blaring trumpets. THE TRUMPETS
AT JERICHO traces the Israelites’ activities on the seventh day, in which they circle the walls 
seven times, triumphantly bringing down the walls amidst trumpet blasts. The work ends with the 
trumpets paying tribute to Jericho’s dead.

More Music for Brass

Helios for Brass Quintet
In Greek mythology, Helios was the god of the sun. His head wreathed in light, he daily drove a chariot 
drawn by four horses across the sky. At the end of each journey, he slept in a golden boat on the Okeanos 
River back to his rising place. The first half of this musical depiction is fast-paced and very energetic, while 
the second half is slow and serene, representing day and night. HElIOS was commissioned by the Gaudete 
Brass Quintet who have recorded the work on the Cedille label.

Legends of Olympus for Brass Quintet
Following the successful commission of HElIOS, the Gaudete Brass Quintet subsequently commissioned 
this expansion into a 4-movement suite depicting four deities. Helios was the god of the sun. His head 
wreathed in light, he daily drove a chariot across the sky. The first half of this musical depiction is fast-
paced and very energetic, while the second half is slow and serene, representing day and night. Aphrodite,
the goddess of love and beauty, was born from the sea and carried herself with the regal bearing of a queen. 
Each year, her beauty was replenished by a dive into the sea. Hermes was a merry and mischievous young 
god with a sharp wit, chosen by Zeus as the messenger between the inhabitants of Olympus and the people 
on earth. Apollo was the god of music. In this movement, we hear Apollo strumming his golden lyre.

Stormy, Husky, Brawling for solo Bass Trombone
STORMy, HUSky, BRAwlInG takes its name from the 4th line of Carl Sandburg’s 1916 poem Chicago,
written when the city of Chicago served as the heart of the meatpacking and railroad industries. The poem 
mingles the city’s dark underbelly with immense pride felt by its inhabitants. As a Chicagoan today, Stacy 
Garrop found this unabashed view of the city very appealing and still relevant over 100 years later. when
bass trombonist Sun He commissioned a solo work from Garrop, he mentioned his deep love for Chicago 
with a powerful description of his memories and impressions, leading the composer to find inspiration in 
the Sandburg poem.
